The customer 
provides a guaranteed outlet and financial support for 
the food produced.    Together they create a supply 
and demand that fosters a sustainable and healing 
food production system.

Join our CSA for the 2012 Spring and Summer Seasons~ Now is the time to reserve your share! 

 
With your Farm of Peace CSA share you will eat with the seasons. Our Spring planting schedule includes: mesclun 
mix, head lettuces, spinach, arugula, spring greens, peas, scallions, garlic scapes, radishes, sweet white turnips, early 
beets, cabbages, swiss chard, kohlrabi, broccoli and herbs.  As summer approaches your share will begin to include 
varieties of: tomatoes, green beans, summer squash, sweet peppers, hot peppers, cucumbers, potatoes, sweet potatoes, 
onions, carrots, beets, green garlic, salad greens, cantaloupes, watermelons and a variety of herbs (parsley, basil, 
oregano, cilantro, fennel, chives)    Each delivery, averaging 8-10 items, will vary. 
 
� Our Full Season Share consists of 24 weeks of harvest deliveries May 26th  through November 10th  
� You can choose the full 24 week delivery season now for a discount, or the 16 week spring/summer season, and 

opt for the 8 week fall extension later in the year. 
� Full Shares are suitable for a family of 2-4 and are delivered weekly 
� Half Shares are suitable for households of 1-2 and are delivered bi-weekly 
� Each delivery includes an e-newsletter with recipes and tips. 
� There will be weekly on-farm pick-ups on Saturdays. The Farm is near Hancock, Md. 
� We offer weekly Saturday deliveries to pickup sites in DC (NW), Silver Spring, Takoma Park, Frederick, and
